PAJARO VALLEY HIGH SCHOOL SITE COUNCIL BYLAWS
Article I:  Name of Council

The name of this council shall be called the Pajaro Valley High School Site Council.

Article II:  Role of the Council

The primary role of the School Site Council is to develop and recommend the Pajaro Valley High School Improvement Plan (SIP), including the SIP budget. The Council shall have ongoing responsibility to review the implementation of the school improvement program with the principal, teachers, other school personnel, and students, and to assess its effectiveness on an annual basis. Modifications or improvements to the plan or budget shall be developed, recommended and approved in the same manner.

The Council shall carry out all other duties and responsibilities assigned to it as per the Education Code of the State of California.

Article III:  Members

The Site Council shall be composed of no more than (15) members, and will include broad representation of parents, staff and students.  The council shall be constituted to encourage parity between these five groups.  Representation on the council shall consist of the following membership:

· The principal or designee selected

· Other school personnel selected

· Representatives of teachers selected by other teachers

· Parents of students attending the school

· Student representatives selected by other students

Council members representing parents and/or community members may be employees of the school district. Each member shall be entitled to one vote. Absentee ballots shall not be permitted. Membership in the Site Council is not transferable or assignable.

Article IV:  Meetings

The Council shall meet regularly at least once per month (9 meetings per year due to holiday and summer breaks) at an established day and time. Special meetings may be called by the chairperson or by majority vote of the Council. All meetings will be held in a school facility that is readily accessible to all members of the public, including people with disabilities. All meetings shall be open to the public.
All decisions of the Council shall be made after an affirmative vote of a majority of its members in attendance. The presence of 51 per cent of the total membership will constitute a quorum necessary to conduct all council business. Meetings shall be conducted in accordance with a simplified adaptation of Roberts Rules of Order.
Article V:  Officers

The officers of the School Site Council shall be a chairperson and vice-chairperson, or, alternatively, two co-chairpersons; a secretary, and other such officers as the council may deem necessary. Officers shall be selected by members annually and serve for one year or until a successor has been selected. Any officer may be removed by a two-thirds vote of all members if needed in order to serve the best interests of the council.
The chairperson shall preside at all meetings of the Site Council and may sign all letters, reports, and other communications of the council. In addition, the chairperson shall perform all other duties incidental to the office of chairperson, to represent the council. The vice-chair shall represent the chairperson in assigned duties and substitute for the chairperson during his or her absence. The secretary shall keep the minutes of each meeting, and transmit copies to each member; be the custodian of all Site Council records; keep a register of contact information for each council member; and perform all duties incidental to the office of secretary or as assigned by the council from time to time.
Article VI:  Committees

The Site Council may establish such standing or special committees as it may deem necessary to carry out council business. No committee may exercise the authority of the council. Unless otherwise determined by the council, the chairperson shall appoint members to the various committees.
