All students must complete a minimum of 40 community service hours in order to graduate from Pajaro Valley High School.   Read and follow the guidelines for documenting your hours. After you complete the bottom portion of this page, take it to your counselor for approval. 
Community service hours are defined as hours spent working for a non-profit group, or organization that benefits the community. You cannot be paid or compensated for these hours in any way.  

Activities that DO NOT count:

·  Court-mandated community service OR community service that is required as part of your class;

·  School fundraising activities such as selling items from a catalog AND fundraising for a club, sports team, or group;
· Working for “free” for a friend or family members business;
·  Hours which have not been approved by your counselor. 
Activities that DO COUNT: 

·  Volunteering for non-profit groups such as schools, youth organizations, beach clean-up organizations, church groups, community groups such as Red Cross, American Cancer Society, etc;
·  School-related volunteering, such as helping out with back-to-school night, freshman orientation, volunteering with a teacher before and/or after school hours;
· Creating your own community service projects – design your own and have a teacher or staff member be your advisor (be sure to get your counselor’s approval before you start!)
If you need ideas, see your counselor and read the school bulletin!

This process requires a lot of responsibility on your part!   We are here to provide you with the information you need to fulfill your commitment.   Follow the checklist below: 

· At least one week before the activity, pick up a Community Service-Learning form from your counselor 
· Fill out the form and get signatures from your parent and the organization’s representative

· Bring the form to your counselor for approval and signature

· Arrive at your volunteer site and report to your supervisor

· Keep track of your hours

· Ask your supervisor to verify the total hours completed
· Turn in your completed Community Service-Learning contract to your counselor
Based on this information, we will decide whether your hours will count towards your graduation requirement.
